Good Morning!
I would like to take this opportunity to urge each and every co-worker to join me in welcoming the Kentucky Organ Donor Affiliates to our facility on April 26, 2010.  They will have a display of valuable information regarding organ and tissue donation located in the lobby of the hospital from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.   

At this time, the Donor Family Memorial Quilt will also be on display.  This quilt memorializes those who have been organ and/or tissue donors in an effort to save the lives of others at the end of their own life.  This is a very moving tribute to those who have shared the Gift of Life and also to the medical community who made this miracle happen so that someone else could receive this life saving gift.
As many of you are already aware, Kentucky now has a “first person consent” Donor Registry, joining 43 other states in having this opportunity to become a registered organ donor!  In the past, our only option was to sign a driver’s license, which had no way of being tracked in the event of an accident.  Now, this life saving data base will ensure that your decision to be an organ donor will be on record and followed according to your wishes.

If you have not already made a decision about organ donation, I strongly encourage you to stop by the table to pick up information or better yet, ask questions.  You will find the representative from KODA to be very honest and will not pressure you one way or the other.  Their job is to provide accurate information so that you can make an informed decision.  We are all aware that there is much misunderstanding about organ donation and many myths that float around causing confusion about this life saving option we all could face in the future.  
As professionals in the health industry and leaders in our community, we are responsible for having the correct information available to those we serve.  Be sure YOU are well prepared!
