Did you know there are more than 103,000 people on the national waiting list for a life-saving organ    

transplant?  And that nearly 3,000 of those waiting are Ohioans?  Sadly, each day, 18 people on the transplant   

waiting list dies due to the shortage of available organs.  But we all have the ability to make a difference in  

someone’s life through the gift of organ and tissue donation.  By signing up in The Ohio Donor Registry 

Ohioans can become part of the solution – together we can save lives. 

I would like to extend an invitation to your school to become part of an important national and local initiative that can literally save lives…the 2009 “Campus Challenge For Life.”  This  Campus Challenge brings together national partners such as the Association of Public Land-Grant Universities, the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics, the National Association of Student Affairs Administrators in Higher Education and the American Association of Community Colleges as well as organ and tissue donation organizations and campus partners to help educate employees and campus communities on the importance of organ and tissue donation.  The goal of the campaign is to register 60,000 new organ donor designations nationally by November 30, 2009. 
This Challenge is sponsored by the US Department of Health and Human Services, Health Resoures and Services Administration, and coordinated locally by Lifeline of Ohio, an independent, nonprofit organ procurement organization that serves central and southeastern Ohio, whose mission is to promote and coordinate the donation of human organs and tissue for transplant.

As you begin your school year, we’d like your school to consider getting involved in the 2009 “Campus Challenge.”  Participation in the “Campus Challenge” can include displaying of materials, sharing of information through newsletters or e-mails to students, faculty or staff or by including Lifeline of Ohio in activities or events your school is already participating in this fall.
